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Canning River Canoe Club (CRCC) Boat Hire Guidelines

Goal 
The goal of these guidelines is to ensure members have the ability to borrow club boats during club events and the club has the ability to raise funds for the upkeep of club boats.
CRCC is NOT a boat hire facility; boats are for the use of club members during club events and for occasional exceptional requests to members for other times.  At no time are club boats to be used by non club members outside of club activities (Tuesday and Saturdays).

Background
There are many different circumstances that arise which demand flexibility in boat hire therefore these rules are a set of guidelines only that give discretion to CRCC committee members and CRCC members who currently house club boats.

Scope
There are currently CRCC club boasts stored in at least three different locations, these guidelines apply to those boats.

Guidelines
We only have a few club boats and these are generally kept for people who want to “come and try”.  If you join the club you are expected to eventually buy your own boat.  In the short term you can hire a club boat under these rules;
· Only club members or come try members can hire boats
· Come try members can only hire boats during club events – not outside these times
· Boat hire costs at a club sanctioned events (CRCC Tuesday nights or Saturday afternoons or CWA races such as Marathon and Sprint events) are $5 for come try members, $3 for members
· Boats need to be washed down, placed back on the club trailer and tied down with the straps provided.
· Boat hire costs outside club sanctioned events to club members only are $20 for the day or part thereof, to be returned same day
· Only one boat can be hired per club member
· At no time are club boats to be used by non club members outside of club activities (Tuesday and Saturdays).
